Price Data Collection Objectives:
Collecting and analyzing monthly price data is the primary means of regularly monitoring LRP and cash and voucher projects under the USAID and USDA pilots. This series of powerpoints combined with the technical guidance sheets cover the basics of collecting and interpreting price data. The powerpoint series also provides a brief introduction to the Esoko price database (currently under development) that will be used for assessing the LRP pilot projects. 
Milestones:

· Understand terms and definitions

· Identify and assess secondary data

· Determine how many markets to monitor

· Select markets to monitor

· Select traders within markets requiring primary data collection

· Review survey and use it to register markets and traders and to collect prices

· Begin price data collection

Outcomes:

· Each CO should have an understanding of what markets they should monitor. Some country offices will already have identified the markets to monitor before the training

· Each CO should be able to identify and assess secondary data sources for food price time series for their country

· At least one CO staffer should be comfortable with how to train field staff on data collection approaches

· At least one CO staffer should be comfortable with how to verify that the data are correct, how to interpret price changes, and when to request assistance on analyzing prices
