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SECTION 1: SURVEY OBJECTIVES AND DATA COLLECTION PROCEDURES

Introduction
The survey was collected by the USAID Global Livestock Collaborative Research Support Program (GL CRSP) “Improving Pastoral Risk Management on East African Rangelands” (PARIMA).  The PARIMA project pursues a program of applied research and outreach with the goal of improving pastoral risk management using asset and income diversification, information flow and use, and improving access to external resources.  The project focus spans six locations in Northern Kenya and five kebeles
 in Southern Ethiopia in one intact semi-arid and arid livestock production and marketing region.  

The survey was structured to shed light on the following key issues and their interaction vis-à-vis risk and uncertainty faced by pastoralists in the survey areas.  1) Pastoralist risk exposure and management behavior.  2) Livestock Marketing.  3) Rural Financial Institutions and 4) Public Service Delivery Systems.  In addition, the survey contains a variety of standard household and individual survey questions concerning household composition, labor allocation, income, expenditures, etc.

The data thus collected will provide insight into the cross-sectional (across individuals, households, communities, and subregions) and intertemporal (seasonal and interannual) variation of risk and uncertainty faced by pastoralists.  Related questions of management, utilization of risk mitigating information, the nature of social insurance networks, etc., can be investigated by use of these data.  Indications of price volatility and its consequences, transaction costs of market participation, and demand and supply of savings/credit institutions will also be found within.  The various additional modules can be accessed to shed greater light on the changing role of education (how it is financed and who benefits), the trajectory of development through the past and as expected in the future, the changing distribution of land type and land use patterns, the behavioral responses to climate shocks and to expectations of coming weather patterns (and how these expectations are formed) and more.  Following is a more detailed description of the surveys carried out and the information contained within. 

Survey Instruments:

For each site, the following surveys were fielded.

i) Baseline

Baseline survey for the head of the household (basehead)

ii) Quarterly repeated 

(June 2000, September 2000, December 2000, March 2001, June 2001, September 2001, December 2001, March 2002, June 2002)


Repeated survey for head of the household (rephead)


Repeated survey for individuals within the household (repind)


Repeated survey for community (repcom)

iii) Annual repeated


(September 2003, further rounds scheduled for September 2004 and 2005).

The quarterly repeated survey recorded information both on the three-month period preceding the fielding of the survey and forecasts for the coming three-month period.  The quarterly interval of the survey was designed to correspond to the bimodal distribution of rainfall in the study area.  Thus, for example, a survey fielded in June recorded information on the period during which the long rains usually fall (March / April / May) as well as forecasts for what is usually the ensuing dry season (June / July / August).    

Beginning in 2003, the repeated survey shifted to annual frequency, fielded each September-October, prior to the onset of seasonal short rains.  The questionnaire was adapted modestly for the longer recall period.  

Specialized modules

Specialized Modules were created for various purposes as the general data collection progressed to provide deeper insights into some of the interesting results being generated by the above surveys.  They were designed to provide a richer set of data, to facilitate the analysis of particular questions.  They include:

Instrument focus

Baseline Survey for Head

The baseline survey for the head of the household records basic demographic information on the household (members’ names, relation to the head, sex, age, and education level).  Follow up questions investigate any non-family members in the household as well as children living away from the household.  The duration of the household’s stay in the location is then noted, as well as some basic information on their house(s).  A series of questions is then asked concerning cultivation practices over the past ten years.  After this, questions are asked about livestock borrowing, lending, gift giving, exchange, herding for a wage, losses to theft/ raids, and presence of poultry, transport, or traction animals.  The current period herd size is recorded, as well as the origins of these animals.  A series of questions investigates mobility through recording water point use by the household in the previous year and in 1992 (the last severe drought year before 1999-2000).  This is followed by an inventory of household assets, and questions concerning the household’s use of banks.  The household head then is asked to conduct a risk ranking exercise, followed by a series of questions asking whether the household has done better than, the same as, or worse than other households in the area when confronted with a variety of problems.

Baseline Survey for Individual

The baseline survey for the individual begins by recording personal information (relationship to household head, tribe at birth, etc.)  Following is a ranking of time spent on various activities in the last ten years.  Questions on agricultural production are then fielded (land use, crops grown, methods used etc.).  The next set of questions asks about past livestock transfers with herders – type of transfer (gift, loan, etc.) and why.  Information on herding for wages, ownership of poultry, transport or traction animals and milking rights is collected.  Origin of owned livestock is recorded.  A list of assets owned by the respondent and their subjective value is then given.  Finally, risk identification for both past and future concerns is performed.
Community Baseline Survey

The community baseline survey recorded the population of the study area, as well as the number of shops and classrooms.  Also recorded were the places people usually go for health care, veterinary services, and veterinary products.  This is followed by an assessment of the ease of obtaining water, and a ranking of the types of water points most prevalent in the area.  The survey then collects information on the importance and nature of livestock markets and of the location and membership of banking/saving institutions in the community.  The number of security and government personnel in the area is noted, as are missions, NGOs and groups active in the area.
Repeated Survey for Head

The repeated survey for the head records any changes in household composition since the last interview.  Questions on the household's sources of income are then asked as are the number and amounts of monetary and non-monetary transfers, gifts, loans, etc., both given and received.  Expenditure behavior on foods, household necessities, education, and health are then noted.  Respondents are then asked to rank time spent on various activities provided by the survey as well as to provide a general summary of how time has been spent over the last two days.  A recall of food and beverage consumption over the last two days is also collected.  A detailed set of questions on household herd changes is then fielded (livestock purchase, sale, births, slaughters etc.) and specific questions are then asked about each animal for which a transaction took place.  Other questions dealing with milk production, livestock access to watering points, and veterinary expenditure are also asked.  This is followed by questions dealing with agricultural production ranging from types of crops planted, to size of area under cultivation and soil quality.  Finally the survey takes an inventory of assets owned, asks respondents to identify various risks they fear exposure to and to rank them, and notes household use of various public services.



Repeated Survey for Individual

The repeated survey for the individual begins with a detailed investigation of sources and amount of money, both earned by and given to the respondent.  The survey then provides information on the flow of money as transfers (given/received as gifts or loaned/borrowed.)  Questions on the various uses of money as expenditure are then fielded, followed by a ranking of time spent in various activities since the last interview and in the past two days.  A twenty-four hour recall of food and beverage consumption is fielded next.  Details on transfers of uncooked food goods follow.  Information on changes in personal herd size is collected, as are details of any livestock involved in a transaction.  Questions on milking rights, inputs to livestock production, range management activities, inputs to agricultural production, and agricultural output follow next.  Respondents are then asked to provide an indication of their monetary worth.  Finally, a ranking of predicted risk factors in the coming three months and use of public services is recorded.

Community Repeat Survey

The community repeat-survey is fielded each month.  Prices in the market for a variety of goods (maize, maize meal, cooking fat…) are recorded, as is rainfall in the previous month.  Also noted are raids in the past month and areas feared to be insecure in the coming month.  This is followed by a description of quarantines imposed, livestock diseases experienced, and human diseases prevalent in the preceding month.  A description of livestock market conditions follows, after which new services by government, NGOs, or missions are noted.

Crop-Livestock Integration Module


The Crop Production survey first collects information on plot characteristics and their attributes.  Next follows a series of questions on land management practice, land use history, and fallow and ploughing patterns.  Questions on land access, form of acquisition or disposal of land, and rights over land, as well as details of land disputes, are fielded.  Information on the means, area and nature of production of various crops and details on various crop sales follow.  The next section collects specific information on how labor, animals, and other inputs are used in the production of the various crops under cultivation.  Input use intensity, and cost of inputs are also determined.  Finally, particulars on manure use, source and cost are collected. 
Climate Expectations and Forecast Information Module


The climate survey begins by detailing the various ways in which respondents learn about forecasts of the three preceding rainy seasons.  Questions on use of traditional methods and of external information sources in forecasting and the level of confidence in such methods follow.  An indication of the type of forecast information perceived as useful is given.  Next is a series of questions designed to aid understanding of the response behavior to expectations of above and below normal rainfall.  Respondents are then asked what their expectations of the coming rainy season are, how they think livestock prices will change as a result and why, and their level of confidence in making such predictions. 


Education Module


The education survey starts off identifying the schooling status of household members of school going age.  Basic information on these individuals are taken as well as reasons for not attending or completing school for the 2000 year if that was the case.  For any who attended, questions are asked to determine how and who financed schooling.  The final set of questions look at how past support by others for one’s education affected reciprocal support and at a beneficiary’s obligation to pay.


Fuel wood Module


The Fuelwood survey collects specific information on firewood gathering the previous day: Who collected, how, when, how much, what type, for what purpose etc.  Information on cooking using firewood is also attained:  The type of food cooked, ingredients used, the time taken, and the amount of firewood used are some of the posed questions.  Questions on the selling and buying of firewood and use of other fuels such as charcoal are also asked.


Herd Recall Module


The Herd Recall survey asks respondents to describe the size of their herd in numbers of camels, cattle, sheep and goats of both sexes at the beginning of each of the four seasons for each of the years 1997 through 1999.  The nature of herd size inflows are noted by specifying the number of animals of a particular type born, bought, borrowed, or received as gift or in exchange in a given season.  Herd outflows are recorded by collecting information on deaths, sales, slaughters, loaned out animals, animals given away as gifts or in exchange and animals lost or stolen


Individual Level Development Module


The Individual Level Development Module aims at capturing how individuals were personally affected by the influence of religious missions, government, NGOs or others on 16 selected proxies for development since independence (Kenya) / 1960 (Ethiopia) to the present (with the respondent given the option to add another if they deemed necessary).  Examples of selected proxies are livestock health programs, education and literacy, human health, and infrastructural improvements.  Respondents are then asked to rank each of the 16 proxies for their contribution to improving the lives of the community as well as personally since independence (Kenya) / 1960 (Ethiopia) to the present, as well as for the capacity for each proxy to contribute to improving lives for the community as well as personally in the future.


Land Use Module


The Land Use survey begins by asking respondents to specify the distribution of land under various uses and how this distribution changed each decade from the 1960s to the present.  Respondents are then asked to specify the distribution of land quality and how it changed each decade from the 1960s to the present.  Given change in quality, the survey seeks to capture whether such a change was general and specific, and if specific, where it occurred and how quality change was distributed in these areas over time. Next the survey seeks to determine whether there has been a change in the land used for grazing since the 1960s.  Next are a serious of questions designed to capture any changes in the distribution of common species of grass, bushes and trees as well as changes in the distribution of species of grass, bushes and trees important for forage.  Respondents are asked to identify the trend and distribution of undesirable plants as well as to note the tradeoffs between area of pasturelands and woody vegetation in the decades since the 1960s.  Estimates of the changing distribution of species composition in herd, the change in average herd size for households for the different livestock species, as well as the change in the number of wildlife are sought.  Finally, an opinion poll is carried to shed light on the general trends (increase, decrease, no change) of various conditions such as health of different livestock species, milk availability for people and young animals, total pasture area, and the need for cash income, etc.


Livelihood History Module


The Livelihood History Module begins by collecting information on the various activities that respondents undertook in the past ten years to earn their living.  The survey provides 16 predetermined choices deemed suitable for the study area with a provision for respondents to indicate other activities if in fact they pursued other livelihood strategies.  Of each of the predetermined choices, respondents were asked where they performed the activity and if so, when they began, if they partook in the activity each year, how they ranked the time spent on a particular activity, how they compared the time they spent in an activity to other households in the area and why.  For all activities a respondent did not undertake, questions are asked to determine why, to determine the respondents comparison of the relative well-being of other households in the area undertaking the activity to his or her own, and to determine the households historical tendency toward the activity and why.  Respondents are then asked to rank the activities in terms of desirability with respect to their ability to provide food, to generate cash income and to signal social status.


Property Rights Module


The property rights survey collects information on the nature of property rights in transferred/loaned animals.  Questions are asked for each animal held by the respondent as a result of a loan or transfer.  The animal type and age are recorded, as is its origin, the relationship to the person who provided the animal and the reason why.  The next set of questions aim to capture whether loaned animals are treated differently from owned animals in decisions to sell, slaughter, loan away or give away.  Finally, the survey records whether the animal in question is currently in the herd and if not, when it left and how.

Market Monitoring Module


The Market Monitoring Module begins by collecting information on the costs of livestock marketing incurred by participants and general information, such as number of traders, animals, and services available at market. Information specific to each animal traded at market, such as breed, age, and condition comprise the second part of the survey.  Particular to each trade, the final set of questions focuses upon sellers' impetus for and expectations of selling, and buyers' intent and motivation for purchasing.

Survey sites

The sites were chosen to capture variation in agricultural potential, market access, livestock mobility and ethnic diversity. The following table summarizes the basic characteristics of the survey sites located in southern Ethiopia and northern Kenya (see figure next page).

Sample selection method

In most locations in Kenya, a list of all inhabitants was obtained from the Chief’s office.  The list was kept by the Chief’s office to record all inhabitants eligible for food aid.  In one site, Sugata Marmar, no such list was available, and we made our own list by going to each sub-location and interviewing assistant chiefs and local elders.  In Ethiopia, the list of inhabitants in each Kebele was obtained from the pertinent Kebele offices.  

Survey sites in southern Ethiopia and northern Kenya
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From each list, a random sample of 35 households was drawn.  The total number of households on the population list was multiplied by random draws of a uniform distribution on [0,1], using the random number generation function in Excel.  So, for example, if there are 1000 households on the list, and the random number drawn is .5432, the calculation of 1000*(.5432)=543.2 says household 543 is selected, taking the nearest integer to the calculated number.  In one case in Kenya (Ngambo) the numbers were instead physically drawn out of a hat as no computer was available when the selection was made.  In another Kenyan site, Kargi, the sample drawn was weighted by the population weights of each clan, as clan rivalries are a problem in this location. 

Enumerators then went out to find the households who had been selected by this process.  They were assigned the task of finding the first 30 households on the list, with the other 5 households being assigned as replacement households.  Replacement households were used if any of the first thirty households were not possible to contact (the household had dissolved since the list was made), were contacted but refused (which did not happen in any case), or were judged incapable of participating in the study (the person contacted was not mentally competent, or was deaf, or was employed by the project).  In Kenya, two extra households were selected in North Horr for a total of 32, as it was anticipated this most mobile of our sites would experience higher than average attrition.   

When the household head was contacted, a list of all household members was made.  The list recorded every person living in the houses of the household, whether related to the head or not.  From this list, up to two individuals were selected for interviews as individuals.  The first was from the category of wives.  The second was from the category of non-head, non-wife adults (over 18 years of age).  The enumerators placed the numbers corresponding to the individuals’ names on Table 1 of the basehead survey in a hat and drew a number if there was more than one person in a given category.  So, for example, if person number two on the list was the first wife and person number six on the list was a second wife, the enumerator would put two pieces of paper in a hat, one with a “2” and one with a “6”, and draw one.  Therefore a household can have only one respondent (the head reporting for all the household), two respondents (the head reporting for the entire household and a wife or other adult reporting on their own activities), or three respondents (the head reporting for all the household, a wife reporting her activities, and another adult reporting his or her activities).

Sample attrition and interruption

When a household dissolved, we attempted to follow the animals to select a replacement household.  So, for example, if a head died and the house dissolved, we would replace the dissolved household with the household who received the majority of the household herd (such as a son or a daughter).  If there were no animals to follow, we would attempt to locate a relative who would have inherited the animals according to cultural rules if there were animals to follow.  If all else failed, we selected a new household from the remaining “extra households” from the original list of randomly selected household or redrew a new number.

If a household head was not possible to locate in a given period, the acting household head was interviewed.  So, for example, if a husband left to work or herd animals in a distant location and was not possible to find, the acting head, usually his wife, was interviewed as the head.  In this case, she would not also be interviewed as an individual.  The same procedure was followed in cases such as divorce, separation, abandonment, death, or permanent migration to a new job.

If an individual was not possible to locate in a given period because they had left the location or the household for good (the individual had gotten married, a co-wife left, the individual moved away to a new job, the individual died, …) a replacement individual was selected from the original population list for a given category.  For example, if the first of two wives was being interviewed and she died, the second wife was selected to replace her.  In some cases, a household or respondent was simply not available for a given survey round but was picked back up in subsequent rounds.  As the table below suggests, such interruptions were relatively rare because of the protocols we followed for replacing household head respondents (even if only temporarily).

The tables above show the number of individuals in the datasets for the respective rounds of surveys undertaken in Kenya and Ethiopia. The difference between the value in each cell and the maximum for the respective column indicates the change in sample size due to attrition or interruption (i.e., a respondent wasn’t available one round due to temporary migration, illness or some other cause, but was picked back up in subsequent rounds). 

Enumerators

Enumerators were required to be either secondary school finishers or have previous survey experience.  In Kenya, many of the enumerators had previous experience with the project working with Kevin Smith (a post-doctoral researcher with the project prior to the survey work) or John McPeak (a post-doctoral researcher with the project who had done survey work in the area prior to this project).  In one location, Dirib Gumbo, the local chief was asked to select individuals from the area who could undertake this work.  In another, Ngambo, a project-supported master’s student at Egerton who is from the location was asked to select individuals.  

Enumerators were trained in the surveys during a one-day training.  In Kenya, enumerators were brought together in the district capital, Marsabit.  In Sugata Marmar and Ngambo, trainings were done in each area.   The post-doctoral researcher explained each item on the survey in turn.  In most cases, the explanation was done in both English and Kiswahili.  Questions were taken on each item in turn.  The two enumerators for each site were then told to interview each other in the language of that location (one serving as the head of the household, the other as an individual within a household).  The post-doctoral researcher together with the enumerators reviewed these mock interviews to identify problems or misinterpretations.  This procedure was followed for both the baseline and the repeated surveys. 

In Ethiopia, the survey work that was coordinated by post doctoral researcher Michael Fleisher was handed over to post doctoral researcher Getachew Gebru, after the completion of the baseline and round 1 repeat survey. Following the handover, the new postdoctoral researcher conducted retraining of enumerators. The training was conducted in Yabello, at the Southern Rangeland Development project office. All enumerators were trained together. The training started by identifying the problems faced in carrying out the baseline and round 1 repeat surveys. A complete training was done on the repeat surveys in English. Further explanation was done in Amharic, Oromiffa and English. Key words that needed explanation were identified and listed and it was made sure that the enumerators understood these. On the second day, the two enumerators were told to exercise the mock interview and present the difficulties encountered during the interview. One presentation for each site was made. Training was held for each of the modules administered. 

Attrition of enumerators was an issue.  In Kenya, no site ended the study period with both the original enumerators.  In Ngambo, Kargi, North Horr, and Logologo one replacement was needed, in Sugata Marmar two were needed, and in Dirib Gumbo three were needed.  Replacements were required due to enumerators finding better paying alternatives, marriage, and dismissal for various reasons.  The training of replacement enumerators followed a similar procedure to that described above.  

In Ethiopia, the only site that ended the study period with both the original enumerators is Finchawa. In Dida Hara, two replacements were needed after completion of round two repeat surveys. Later one of the enumerators was replaced after round 4. In Wachille, we had one enumerator replaced after round 2 and another in round 6. In Dillo and Qorate only one replacement was made following completion of the round 1 repeat. Replacements were required due to enumerators finding better pay, and opportunity to pursue higher education. Training of replacement enumerators required the post-doctoral researcher to spend some hours discussing the norms and technical aspects of the survey. Then, the new enumerator was paired with his mate (we had no female enumerators in the Ethiopian sites) and training continued following the procedure described above. The new enumerator was asked to join the experienced enumerator in actual interviews at the site, and learn from his partner on the actual procedure before letting him do his work independently.

Enumerators were sent out with a tent, folder, bag to put surveys in, pencils, erasers, and a list of individuals to interview.  In repeated rounds, they were given a list of the herd sizes reported in the previous round to ensure consistency over time in results.  The salary for the enumerators was 10,000 shillings per-month in Kenya, 1120 birr in Ethiopia, or roughly US$130 per-month. 

Completed surveys were returned to the post-doctoral researcher.  They were then reviewed, and if there were no problems were accepted.  Translations of the open-ended questions were made (in many cases, comments and answers to open-ended questions in some modules were filled in ‘Amharic
’ or in ‘Boran’ and needed translating).  If the problems with the completed surveys were spotted upon review, they were returned to the enumerator for correction. Enumerators were given six months to complete the surveys.  Midway through the study period, a bonus of 500 shillings (bonus not paid in Ethiopia) was implemented if all surveys and corrections were completed on time.

Spot checks of surveys were undertaken.  A survey was pulled out of the pile of completed surveys for each enumerator and was verified by having the post-doctoral researcher revisit the individual surveyed and verify responses. 

Each individual surveyed was given a gift worth roughly $1.30 per-interview (in Ethiopia we gave 1.5 kg of sugar and two small bags of tea to each individual surveyed.). The post-doc bought the gift and transported it to respective sites along with a measuring can for the sugar. In Kenya, the money was often given to a local shop owner as an account for the respondent.  The shopkeeper would then record gifts selected by the individual.

Data management and cleaning

In Kenya, the data were entered twice by two separate data entry personnel to minimize the incidence of errors.  In Ethiopia data entry was done once but verification was done on the data entered against the information on the survey forms. General consistency checks within each survey were also made on the data. The data were then further processed by a graduate student to assure that all entries were sensible and that consistency was maintained both cross sectionally and in each survey period.

The first digit indicates the countries in the survey. Kenya is coded as 1 and 2 refers to Ethiopia.  The table below lists the location/kebele codes for each country.  The initial baseline survey began with 30 households within each location/kebele.  Household numbers larger than 30 are the result of new households entering the survey in subsequent repeats.  For Individual codes, 1 refers to the head, 2 - 4 to the spouse, and thereafter to a selected non-head, non-spouse adult within the household.  In most cases only three individuals per household were picked.  Table 2 defines the code numbers for each location/kebele.

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SECTION 3: SUMMARY STATISTICS AND INCOME AGGREGATE 

Quarterly Summary Statistics

Sixteen tables of summary statistics were calculated and included in each quarterly household repeated survey data folder. 

Table 1 reports demographic data on percents of births, deaths, joined, left and illness from the total households in each site. Table 2 summarizes the means and medians of total cash income, decomposed into trade business earnings, wages, salary earnings and livestock sales. The percent share of households receiving cash income from milk, water, firewood, craft and hide sales are reported for each site in Table 3. 

Table 4 reports the average activity ranking index of households in each site, where the index is constructed as 
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where a household’s rank of that activity (rank i) is positive, or otherwise the index is simply zero.  Table 5 summarizes site averages for households’ cash gifts given and received, credit received, debt outstanding and the percent share of households receiving or giving food gifts. Table 6 summarizes average two-week expenditures, breaking down expenditures by food, education, health, livestock inputs and livestock purchases. Table 7 reports the percentages of households in each site currently having grain stored at home, the percent receiving food aid, and the average quantities of food aid, broken down into maize, wheat, beans, oil and other including peas, unimix, powder milk, etc. 

Table 8 presents percentages of households using veterinary products and services in each site and percentages participating in range management activities including bush clearing, pasture seeding or water point maintenance. Table 9 reports mean and median of herd sizes in term of TLU (topical livestock unit) and households’ herd composition, as well as the percentage share of households in each site having no herd or none of the specified animals. Table 11 reports percentage herd change relative to the household’s total herd size last quarter. 

Table 12 presents the average number of water points used by site, percentage of used water points in the base camps and percentage of milk produced at the base camps. Table 13 reports the percent share of households preparing cultivated land, planting or harvesting variety of crops. Table 14 reports site average asset changes due to purchasing new or selling assets. Table 15 reports site average risk ranking indexes, where the risk ranking index is constructed using the same formula as for the activity ranking index (reported above and in Table 4).  Finally, Table 16 reports changes in these site average risk ranking indices from those of the last quarter, by survey site.  

Price Data, income Aggregates and Income Transitions 
Quarterly income aggregates for Ethiopia and Kenya over the period from June 2000 to June 2002 were calculated based on the information in the household head and community repeated surveys. The folders: Ethiopia Income and Kenya Income are composed of the following files:

1. Quarterly average livestock prices
(Files: Prices for livestock (E).xls and Prices for livestock (K).xls)

From herd sales data in the repeated survey for household head, quarterly average livestock prices for each area (MCAM_AVG, MCAT_AVG, MGOA_AVG, MSHE_AVG, FCAM_AVG, FCAT_AVG, FGOA_AVG, FSHE_AVG) were calculated by dividing total sale value of particular animal species in the area by total numbers sold. Where a particular animal (in a certain location for a given period) had no corresponding price information, the two-year (0600-0602) all-area average price for that particular animal was used. 

2. Community prices for maize, milk and sugar
(Files: Prices for maize, milk and sugar (E).xls and Prices for maize, milk and sugar (K).xls)

From monthly community prices of white maize (per kilogram), milk (per liter) and sugar (per kilogram) data in the community repeated survey, quarterly average prices for white maize (M_QTR), milk (MILK_QTR) and sugar (SUG_QTR) were calculated for each area. Overall average prices for each area (M_ALLAVG, MILK_ALLAVG and SUG_ALLAVG) were also calculated and used in the case of missing quarterly data.

3. Income aggregates
(Files: Income0600(E).xls – Income0602(E).xls and  Income0600(K).xls – Income0602(K).xls)
Total economic income (cash and in-kind associated with autoconsumption) was computed as the sum of the following six distinct components:
Trade and business earnings: This included the sales of crafts, water, firewood as well as trading of various wares. Milk sales were not used to avoid double counting as milk production was used as a separate income component.

Wage and salary: This includes total income earned from wage labor and salary labor.

Livestock sales: This was constructed by adding up the value of all livestock sales in the quarter.

LIVETRADE = SA1PRC+SA2PRC+…+SA10PRC

Livestock products: This comprises of values of home produced milk and the value of slaughtered livestock (meat and hides/skins). Information on average per-day milk production in both base camps (CAMAVB, CATAVB, SSAVB) and satellite camps (CAMAVS, CATAVS, SSAVS) were used and valued using community average quarterly milk prices calculated in the community prices section (above). Daily milk production was multiplied by 90 to generate estimated quarterly output.

From slaughtering information (SL1, SL2,..,SL10), the numbers of each animal slaughtered (MCAMSL, FCAMSL, MCATSL, FCATSL, MGOASL, FGOASL, MSHESL, FSHESL) were generated. The corresponding average livestock prices calculated in (1) were then used to calculate total value of livestock slaughtering.

 Remittances: This consists of two components: net gifts (cash and in-kind gifts (food and livestock)) and total food aid receipts. Total livestock gifts received (MCAMGR, FCAMGR, MCATGR, FCATGR,…) and net livestock gifts given (MCAMGG, FCAMGG, MCATGG, FCATGG,…) were valued using the calculated average livestock prices in (1) and summed to generate net herd gifts. Similarly, net food gifts in terms of maize, milk and sugar were valued using community average quarterly prices calculated in (2).

Total food aid valuation was based on maize and wheat aid as they comprised the bulk of food aid receipts, and because market prices for some of the other food aid commodities – e.g., beans and peas – do not exist in the community price data series. The quarterly average prices for white maize were used for maize valuation. Wheat receipts were valued at 1.4594 times the relevant maize prices because the community surveys did not include wheat prices (not commonly traded in the area).  That coefficient was derived from historical maize-wheat price relationships in Ethiopia based on secondary data analysis.  The created variables were 

MAIZETOT = total food aids in the form of maize (kg.)

WHEATTOT = total food aids in the form of wheat (kg.)

MAIZEAIDVAL = MAIZETOT * W_QTR

WHEATAIDVAL = WHEATTOT * 1.4594 * W_QTR

Crop Harvest: Crop prices reported in the community survey were used to construct total value of crop harvested (MAAM, WHAM, BEAM,...). Either calculated crop prices from repeated household survey or the ongoing market prices (clarified in the income aggregated excel sheet) were used where community prices were not available. Total crop sales then were generated by adding up the sales value of crops (MAVAL, WHVAL, BEVAL,…). And to capture the possibilities that some households might not sell all their harvested crops, or some might sell their harvested crops for higher prices than what we used, we chose the maximum between the two to represent the total value of crop harvested for each household. 
Adding up all these income components yields total economic income:

TOTALINCOME = TOTTRADEBUSINESS + WAGESALARY + LIVETRADE +

Dividing by the total household size yields our estimate of per capita income:

4. Income transition and statistics
(Files: IncomeStatistics (Ethiopia).xls and IncomeStatistics (Kenya).xls)
Based on the constructed income aggregate, these files contain summaries of the composition of income sources and their dynamics, regional average income poverty measures (headcount and poverty gap) using $0.50 and $0.25 a day per capita ultra poverty lines, and transition matrices of nominal income by region.
